THE PLANETS:

MERCUBY is in conjuntion with the sun
on the 2nd but quickly moves into ths
morning sky and reaches w, elongation
on the 18th. This is perhaps the hest
time this year to observe the illuslve
planet; it will be a O magnitude obj-
ect 7 degress east of Regulus on tha
latigr date.

VENUS is a striking object of magnit-
ude =3,8 rising 2 hours before the
sun, Its disk is about 4 lighted,
MARS rises at about Z2A.NM. E.D.T. as a
+1,6 star in Gemini.

JUPITER is in Taures gleaming at mag-
nitude -2,2; it £f rises about an hour
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now fill the evening sky, but even

more immpressive are fHf the bright,
beautiful constellatiens of winter glowing
in the morning sky. Stars always seem more
awe inspiring when observed through a crisp
clear, cold morning sky; faint morning
twilight helps -set the mood.

With wonderous stars such as blazing rad
Béatlegeuse, pure white Rigel, the fwins
Castor & Pollux, Procyon and the brightast
star of all, Sirius, it-is little wonder
that few amateur astronomers sleep late on
crisp, clear September morningse
